The Whitewater Arts Alliance
has had an outstanding year.
During the year, the WAA was
able to schedule an exhibit in
the CAC every month except
September, which we keep
open for the annual public art
auction. In addition, perfor-
mances included :  The Last
Days of Judas Iscariot (UW-W
Student production); African
Drummers of Lincoln School;
Savory Sounds; and Dear Liar
(UW-W Theater/Dance Dept.
production). In addition, the
WAA collaborated with the
UW-W College of Arts and
Communications on the
presentation by Tom Ulrich,
and participated in the
Christmas and 4 t of July pa-
rades.

The WAA partnered with a
number of other organizations
to promote the arts this year.
These included: A partnership
with Downtown Whitewater to
launch the “phantom galleries”
program.

WAA and the Whitewater
Unified School District contin-
ued collaboration for exhibits,
performances, and educational
programs for our school chil-
dren.

UW-W and the WAA share re-
sources, facilities, and promo-
tional materials to stretch dol-
lars and the possibilities for
events.
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The WAA partners with the
Wisconsin Regional Arts Pro-
gram (WRAP) to host one of the
regional arts exhibits. Winners
go on to the state event each
year. Our 2011 exhibit was a
major success and resulted in
the WAA receiving the award
for the greatest increase in the
number of artists exhibiting
from the previous year.

The WAA served as a consult-
ant on some ideas for bridge
design that would add an aes-
thetically pleasing dimension to
these projects.

The WAA is a member of the
Jefferson County Arts Council
and shares ideas and promo-
tional materials with other
members of that group.

The WAA thanks all of the
Whitewater businesses who co-
sponsored or contributed to

our events as well.

Because we were able to sched-
ule an exhibit/event at least
every month during the year
(and these events proved to be
very popular), the attendance

at the CAC rose from approxi-
mately 635 in the previous year
to 1,450 this past year.

Our volunteers continue to be
the key to our success. In fis-
cal 2010-11, over 550 hours
were given by our docents and
approximately 150 hours by

Born in 1945 in Melbourne,
Australia, artist Derek Hambly grad-
uated in 1967 from Caulfield College
in Melbourne, currently known as
Monash University.

In 1967, Derek Hambly was the only
artist invited and allowed on-site to
draw and paint the construction of
the National Gallery of Victoria in
Melbourne, Australia. He was com-
missioned by the museum's archi-
tect, Sir Roy Grounds, to record an
exciting phase of this interesting and
important building.

Images of Derek's historic drawings
and paintings are in the gallery's ar-
chival files and remain as significant
documents of a key moment in
Melbourne's cultural history.

In 1969 Derek mounted his first solo
exhibition at Gallery 99 in

Melbourne. As a professional artist in
Australia, he became known in high
art circles as “One of the most power-

ful young abstract painters in
Australia.”

In 1999, America beckoned.
Derek answered with a solo exhi-
bition at The University of

[llinois, Champaign-Urbana. A
rapid-fire succession of shows
throughout the east coast and
Midwest followed. Some of
Derek’s recent exhibitions in-
clude solo shows at Steve Martin
Galleries of Miami and New
Orleans. Other shows during

this period include Gruen
Galleries of Chicago and Caelum
Gallery in New York City.

Many publications, including
Madison Magazine, have fea-
tured Derek. Kevin Lynch of The
Capital Times wrote in 2002 that
“The Australian-born painter
wields his talent and unabated
energy as one of the most im-
pressive abstract artists to hit
the United States in years.”

10 Lessons the Arts Teach

By Elliot Eisner

1. The arts teach children to make GOOD
JUDGMENTS about qualitative relationships.
Unlike much of the curriculum in which cor-
rect answers and rules prevalil, in the arts, it
is judgment rather than rules that prevail.

2. The arts teach children that problems can
have MORE than ONE solution and that ques-
tions can have more than one answer.

3. The arts celebrate multiple PERSPEC-
TIVES. One of their large lessons is that there
are many ways to SEE and INTERPRET the
world.

4. The arts teach children that in complex
forms of problem solving purposes are seldom
fixed, but change with circumstance and op-
portunity. Learning in the arts requires the
ABILITY and a WILLINGNESS to surrender to
the unanticipated possibilities of the work as

it unfolds.

5. The arts make VIVID the fact that neither
words in their literal form nor numbers ex-
haust what we can KNOW. The limits of our
language do not define the limits of our COG-
NITION.

6. The arts teach students that SMALL DIF-
FERENCES can have LARGE EFFECTS.
The arts traffic in subtleties.

7. The arts teach students to think through
and within a material. All art forms employ
some means through which IMAGES become
REAL.

8. The arts help CHILDREN LEARN to say

what cannot be said. When children are
invited to disclose what a work of art helps

them FEEL, they must reach into their POETIC
CAPACITIES to find the words that will do the job.

9. The ARTS ENABLE us to have EXPERIENCE
we can have from no other source and through
such experience to DISCOVER the range and vari-
ety of what we are capable of FEELING.

10. The arts' position in the school curriculum
symbolizes to the young what adults BELIEVE
is IMPORTANT.

This article was shared by Joan Schlough,
Lincoln Inquiry Charter School Art Teacher,
who said, “My philosophy is aligned with the-
se ideas, which were so well elucidated by
Elliot Eisner, a giant in the field of art educa-
tion.”

At my previous teaching posi-
tion my students learned to
create artwork that conveyed
their values and vision. Stu-
dents developed their craft and
stretched and explored. Even-
tually, students could self-
select a piece for display in our
annual show, which best rep-
resented their distinct voice as
a part of a larger whole. My

experience displaying my own
artwork professionally trans-
ferred to my students, so that
our art show involved families
and community and the re-
ception became a massive
celebration for the district’s
art learners.
